ENTRY REQUIREMENTS

Applicants must have completed an ACK Diploma of Engineering (Mechanical) with a Grade
Point Average (GPA) of 2.67 or higher. Applicants must also have passed the unit KMQ152
Calculus and Applications 1A, which is one of the units of the course, but must be completed
before acceptance into the course. Students who have obtained a pass in KMQ152, with a GPA
of at least 2.4 but less than 2.67, may be accepted into the degree program with a conditional
enrolment: this requires a student to successfully complete the first three scheduled units of their
program to continue in the course.

FEES

Fees for the Bachelor of Engineering Technology (Mechanical) are KD750 per unit as per the
ACK Fee Payment Schedule. In addition, textbooks must be purchased. An Amenities Fee of
KD70 must be paid each semester. Please note that ACK reserves the right to increase fees for
future academic years.
