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HOW TO APPLY TO ACK

Complete and sign an ACK Application Form.

Include two true copies of the Official Secondary School Certificate and English translated copy showing
coursework and final class rank or its equivalent, certified by the Ministry of Education. Original certificates are
also required for sighting. The English spelling of your name will be exactly as it is written in your passport.

For British/American or foreign high school graduates, include a letter of Kuwaiti High School equivalency issued
by the Ministry of Education as well as your Academic transcript.

Attach a copy of your Passport.
Copy of your Civil ID.
Recent Passport Photograph.

Engineering Diploma applicants must hold a High School Certificate Science stream. Graduates from American
and British schools need to have passes in Mathematics, Physics and Chemistry.

If English is not your first language, you must take an ACK English Language Placement Test at the time of
applying. You do not need to do the ACK test if you have a certified TOEFL (IBT Score 71) or Academic IELTS 5.5
(with at least 5.5 on reading and writing bands).

A non-refundable application fee of KD30 must be paid to ACK when submitting your application.

® ACK Admissions Staff will review your application. They will check that you have the necessary English language

level and educational qualifications to enter the ACK diploma program for which you have applied. After a full
review of your application you will be informed by the ACK Admissions Officer whether your application has been
accepted.

Semester fees are due at time of enrolment. If the Instalment Plan Option is chosen, a deposit and student
amenities fee are payable at the time of enrolment. Promissory Notes will be issued as per the dates on the ACK
Fee Payment Schedule. An enrolment acceptance card (provided by ACK) must be signed and will be retained on
your file.

® Payment of fees will be required as per the Fee Payment Schedule.
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FROM DIPLOMA TO DEGREE

Students initially enroll in a two-year full time Diploma program after which they can choose to leave ACK and
commence employment or, if they have achieved the required GPA in their Diploma, continue for a further two years
of full time study and complete a Bachelor’s Degree in Business, Marketing or Engineering Technology.

The 2+2 Model

The Australian College of Kuwait offers what it calls the 2 + 2 model of study towards a degree.

The Choice is Yours

Enroll at ACK, study for two years and leave with an internationally recognized Diploma. If you obtain a Grade Point
Average (GPA) greater than 2.40 at the completion of your ACK diploma including a pass in pre-requisite units then
you can continue on to a degree at ACK by completing a further two years of study. Alternatively, you can transfer to
another private university in Kuwait or an Australian university. Any GPA requirement or other pre-requisite to study
in Australia or at another university in Kuwait or elsewhere will be determined by the university concerned.

ACK has formal agreements with a number of univerities in Kuwait and Australia that provide credit towards a degree
based on successful completion of the ACK Diploma. Other universities will determine the credit transfer arrangements
and pre-requisites on a case-by-case basis.

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ACK ENGLISH LANGUAGE PROGRAM

Introduction

The Australian College of Kuwait English Language Studies Program is for students who wish to study at ACK, but who
do not have an adequate level of English language proficiency to study at Diploma. ACK offers three levels of English
Language training prior to entry to the ACK Diploma Programs.

English Language Levels

Introductory English

This is a one-semester Introductory English Language Course which includes essential training in the four skills. Upon
successful completion of this level, students will have adequate English language skills to move forward to the
Intermediate English Language Program.

Intermediate English

This is a one-semester Intermediate English Language Course with an emphasis on building reading and writing skills.
Upon successful completion of this level, students will have adequate English language skills to move forward to the
Business English Program, the Aviation English Program or the Engineering English Program. The program is
determined by the Diploma which is to be studied in the future.

Business English, Engineering English or Aviation English

This is a one-semester Business English, Engineering English or Aviation English course which focuses on academic
language and study skills needed for the Diploma programs. Upon successful completion of this level, students will
have adequate English language skills to enter the ACK Diploma Program.

Introductory English, Intermediate English, Business English, Engineering English or Aviation English will
include the following components:

® Speaking Skills - conversational English, group discussions, and presentations

e Listening Skills - listening for information and lecture skills

® Reading Skills - reading academic texts and reports, skimming and scanning for the Internet and general reading
® Writing Skills - process writing, reports, e-writing, note-taking, and formal correspondence

® Vocabulary Building - general terminology, management terminology, and engineering vocabulary

® Dictionary Skills - classroom and Internet dictionaries

® Internet Skills - writing, reading and research

e Self-Study - independent self-paced skills practice

® E-Library Skills - learning to use the electronic library effectively

Delivery
The English Language Studies Program is delivered face to face in classrooms, computer labs and in the ACK
E-Learning Centre.

Entry requirements

All applicants to ACK have to take the ACK English Language Placement Test which will show their current level of
English. Entry to the Introductory, Intermediate, Business English, Engineering English and Aviation English will only
be offered to students who show they have a reasonable chance of success. Students who provide a relevant IELTS
Report Form need to contact the Admissions Department.

Attendance

Regular attendance is an essential requirement of the English Language Programs. Students are strongly encouraged
to attend all classes. More detailed information will be given at the start of classes. Students are required to attend
all taught classes, and attendance is recorded and monitored. Students will also be required to complete regular
homework assignments.
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Entry requirements

Applicants may be granted entry if they have adequate English Language Skills, i.e. TOEFL (IBT Score 71) or higher ; IELTS
5.5 or higher (Reading and Writing Bands to be a minimum of 5.5); or ACK Entry Level Placement Test - direct entry level
and have completed a Secondary School Certificate or its equivalent. Six IGCSEs is considered to be the equivalent of a
Secondary School Certificate.

Applicants who do not have adequate English Language Skills [TOEFL (IBT Score 71) or higher; IELTS 5.5 or higher] are
required to complete the English Programme before entry to the Diploma.

Attendance
Attendance is an important ingredient to student success in programs at ACK. As the nature of the learning is so practical,
it makes sense that you must be in class to participate in these activities and learn the necessary theory.

ACK has strict attendance requirements that influence:

® The final grade awarded for each unit (and subsequently your grade point average)

® Your eligibility for re-assessment

All students will be advised of these attendance requirements as part of their academic induction.




ACK BUSINESS DIPLOMA PROGRAM

The Management Diploma Program at ACK provides students with the knowledge, skills, and attitudes necessary to gain
employment in entry level for management positions.

Each Management Diploma is a two-year full-time course and the units (subjects) covered in semesters one and two are
the same for all the management streams. Therefore a student may change their enrolment stream at the end of the second
semester without affecting the length of the Diploma. This is subject to the student meeting the criteria as outlined in the
Changing Majors Policy.

BUSINESS STREAMS
There will be three Diplomas offered within the Diploma Program:

Diploma of Management

This Diploma is a four-semester program designed to equip students with the skills, knowledge and attitudes to gain entry
level management positions in business. It is a broad-based program that introduces students to a range of management
theories and skills selected from the areas listed below:

Diploma of Marketing

This Diploma provides students with a sound theoretical knowledge base in marketing management as well as a range
of managerial skills to ensure that marketing functions are effectively conducted in any organization from a marketing
consultancy role or in the marketing department of a bank or retail business.

While the program includes some of the more generic management skills offered in the Diploma of Management, the
program is very strongly focussed on the development of a range of practical marketing skills. Areas covered will be se-
lected from the following:

Diploma of Human Resources Management

area and focuses on the development of practical people skills. Areas covered will be selected from the following:

PRACTICAL TRAINING

This is achieved through on-going practical exercises and major activities designed under guidelines of Competency
Based Learning. As these activities will change each semester to maintain interest and keep the program up to date, full
details will be outlined at the beginning of each semester.
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Entry requirements

Applicants may be granted entry if they have adequate English Language Skills, i.e. TOEFL (IBT Score 71) or better; IELTS
5.5 or better (Reading and Writing Bands to be a minimum of 5.5); or ACK Entry Level Placement Test - direct entry level
and have completed a Secondary School Certificate [Science Stream] or its equivalent. Six IGCSEs, which must include
Mathematics, Physics & Chemistry at grade D or better, is considered to be the equivalent of a Secondary School
Certificate.

Attendance
Attendance is an important ingredient to student success in programs at ACK. As the nature of the learning is so practical,
it makes sense that you must be in class to participate in these activities and learn the necessary theory.

ACK has strict attendance requirements that influence:

® The final grade awarded for each unit (and subsequently your grade point average)

ACK ENGINEERING DIPLOMA PROGRAM

The Engineering Diploma Program at ACK provides students with the knowledge, skills and attitudes to gain entry level
engineering drafting and design, fabrication and construction, supervision and technical positions.

Engineering Diplomas at ACK are broad-based diplomas that offer student training within a specific field of Engineering
to Diploma level.

Successful graduates from ACK Engineering Diplomas are qualified to enter basic supervisory positions over-seeing
engineering processes.

There are five majors offered within the Engineering Diploma Program in as follows:

Diploma of Engineering - Technical (Mechanical): This course is especially designed for students who wish to gain
employment in the mechanical engineering industry as a technical officer or draftsperson. They will develop skills
applicable to the mechanical engineering industries and particularly in computer aided drafting and design.

Diploma of Engineering (Oil and Gas): This course is specifically designed for students who wish to pursue a career in the
areas of oil and gas, with particular reference to the oil and gas industry in Kuwait.

Diploma of Civil and Structural Engineering: The Diploma of Civil and Structural Engineering is specifically designed
to provide the training and education for a civil and structural draftsperson or technical officer. They will develop skills
applicable to civil and structural engineering. - Particularly in drafting, which entails using computer aided drafting in
the production of structural and civil drawings and plans.

Diploma of Electronics and Communications Engineering: This course has been designed to meet industry requirements
for the installation, maintenance and design of electronic equipment at the technician and technical officer levels. The
Diploma has a focus on developing fundamental broad based electronic and hand soldering skills with electronic
components and systems.

Diploma of Aircraft Maintenance Engineering (Mechanical)TB1.1: This course is 5 semesters and will
allow the student to gain the theory underpinning knowledges necessary to obtain an EASA B 1.1 licence.
(A further 2 years practical in the aviation industry is required to obtain the licence). High levels of maths, english and
physics are required to gain entry to the courses. Practical elements are compulsory and hand skills must be developed
to complete tasks on the Boeing 737200- aircraft.

NOTE: Students must have an IELTS score of 6.0 by the end of Semester 3 of their Aviation Diploma studies.

PRACTICAL TRAINING THROUGH PROJECT BASED TRAINING

Our graduates should be able to apply their knowledge to a work situation and therefore ACK gives them both the
knowledge and skills to be successful in an engineering environment. Of course, we also instill in our students the
importance of having the right attitude to their work.

In our Engineering Diploma Program, we not only teach classroom theory, but also use practical methods for students
to apply engineering theory into practical project work. This is achieved through project based learning where students
are required to demonstrate their understanding of engineering thery through a series of practical projects which allows
students to demonstrate their knowledge and skills through practical presentation, rather than through formal
examination-based assessment.
